Graphic Analysis of Syntax

The sentence below was taken from an essay by Chip Brown titled "I Now Walk into the Wild."

A graphic analysis of syntax is just another, more creative way, of looking at how syntax can help convey meaning.  Your layout may look different than this one.  This will give you added practice for thinking and writing about syntax and diction.  To do this look for word groups within the sentence (phrases and clauses) that you can lay out similar to lines in a poem.  Fairly long sentences with parallelism work best for this.  You do not have to explain your graphic organization; it should be self-evident like the example below.
Apart from a few items that the troopers had removed with the body,

Chris McCandless's meagre wherewithal was lying as he had left it:

on the front table,



his frayed toothbrush and tube of Colgate,



a blue-handled knife,



the crown of a molar;

including a coverless copy of "Walden."
